Section 25 of the Constitution talks about State Governments banning people of any race from voting in their elections. 

We now know that this type of ban is unfair. 

And we now have laws that stop State Governments from doing this. 

Today, all adult citizens must vote. 

And because Section 25 talks about a ban that would today be unacceptable – and unlawful – there’s broad support to get rid of it. 

Many people think removing it would make our Constitution more relevant and acceptable to Australians today.
